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We want to insure that registration is done fairly and 
consistently.  Registration order will be based on first-come, 
first-served.  Registration space is limited; therefore, we will 
enforce the following policy: 
 
1. Applicants may register only on the dates and times listed 
on this brochure.  No early registration or registration by 
phone. 
 
2.  Notice that Thursday & Friday are reserved for last year’s 
campers and Northport Baptist members only.  The child 
and/or the legal custodian/parent(s) must be a member of 
NBC in order to be eligible to register on these days.  Satur-
day is for NEW campers to register as space is available. 
 
3. The church office staff will not accept or hold any early 
registration forms or fees. 
 
4. During registration times, only DayCamp employees will 
accept registration forms and fees.  NO registration forms are 
to be returned by mail! 
 
5. Registration forms must be accompanied with the $110 
registration fee.   The registration fee is non-refundable! 
 
6. Please make checks payable to Northport Baptist Church, 
and write your child’s full name on the check. 
 
7.  During registration, one adult is allowed to register chil-
dren from no more than two families.

The registration fee is $110.00 per child and must 
be paid at registration.  You will be billed 
WEEKLY during the summer for tuition fees.  Your 
entire payment is due on FRIDAY for that current 
week!  If payment is not received by Tuesday of 
the next week, your child will not be allowed to 
continue DayCamp until the balance is paid in 
full.
